Lisa Bergsten kommer att presentera sitt nyligen paborjade avhandlingsarbete som
kommer att handla om upplatelseformer for bostader. | arbetet kommer dels en
jamforelse av upplatelseformerna i de nordiska landerna att genomforas, dels
kommer nya upplatelseformer i Sverige att undersokas.

Saki Bailey kommer att presentera pa temat "lIs the Community Land Trust Model
a Potential Solution to the Urban Housing Crisis?”. Presentationen bygger pa
hennes avhandling “The Common Good in Common Goods: the
Decommodification of Fundamental Resources through Law” som hon férsvarade
den 9 juni 2020 vid Handelshégskolan, Géteborgs universitet.

Abstract: Inequality in access to high quality, affordable housing is one of the most
pressing political problems facing cities across the world today. Market solutions to
this crisis have only deepened this inequality, while government intervention into
the creation of public housing has been highly controversial, as well as ineffectual,
often resulting in socio-economically and racially segregated ghettos. Solutions
beyond both market and state are desperately needed; however, innovation requires
rethinking the resource of home-ownership and the present way in which urban
planning decisions are made. Shared limited-equity home-ownership models like
Limited Equity Housing Cooperatives (LEHCs) and Community Land Trusts
(CLTs) remove housing from the market, however not through the state, but instead
through non-profit entities led by active citizens aimed at decommodifying access
to housing and democratizing land use decisions. There are over 200 Community
Land Trusts in the United States today with the first CLT dating back to the early
60s. The model has in more recent decades been adapted worldwide from Australia
to Kenya the UK and Europe. Countries such as England, France, and Belgium in
recent years began experimenting and scaling CLTs in both rural and metropolitan
areas. In this presentation I will attempt to explain how the CLT decommodifies
and democratizes access to housing through non-profit association and property law
using examples from the US and Europe, as well as, to discuss the potential
adaptation of the CLT in the Swedish legal context.
