We perceive the
Anthropocene not just as a geochronological epoch, but as a state of the world where the human
and the natural intersect so profoundly that the writing of history — part of the humanities and the
social sciences — is changing, turning attention towards the natural and the material. Building on
advances in Earth System science and Anthropocene scholarship, and including multiple strands
of work in history and the adjacent field of environmental humanities, the Centre aims to mend
the long-standing separation between human and Earth histories that the Anthropocene
highlights.
