Course Level

You can use the course code to determine the year of a course and whether it’s
undergraduate or postgraduate. Codes that start with a 1, 2, 3, or 4 are generally
undergraduate and codes that start with a 5, 6, or 7 are postgraduate.

Where to Find Courses
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Campus

Adelaide University is a multi-campus University. Study abroad and exchange
students can study courses across multiple academic units. When choosing your
courses, please pay attention to the campus where the course is being taught as you
may need to consider travel time. We suggest that you select courses offered at no
more than two different campuses. The campus information is displayed in the
course information section on each course page.

Availability

Not all AU courses are available to study abroad and exchange students. Available
courses will be identified in the course information section on the course page. The
‘Fee Group’ label applies only to study abroad (fee-paying) students.

Restricted Study Areas
and Courses

The following study areas are not available to study abroad and exchange students:

e Veterinary studies
e Dental Surgery
e  Medicine (unless specifically covered in a reciprocal exchange agreement)

Research, placements, and internship courses are not available to study abroad and
exchange students. Practical courses are available only on a case-by-case basis.

As an international student, it is an Australian visa requirement that you study full-
time (meaning a minimum of 18units per semester). Students must enrol into:

e a maximum of 24 units (usually four courses), or

Study Load and Credit e aminimum of 18 units (usually three courses).

Entry Requirements

Academic Requirements

You must either be a high school graduate or enrolled in a university or college and in
good academic standing.

Some courses may require you to have completed certain pre-requisite courses. These
pre-requisites will be assessed at the point of application.

Language Requirements

If English is not your first language, you may need a valid Academic IELTS, TOEFL
iBT, or other approved test of English. The required level is as follows:

e IELTS - minimum overall score of 6.5, with no individual band less than 6.0,
e TOEFL iBT - minimum overall score of 79, and sub-scores of 21 for writing,
18 for speaking, 13 for reading, and 12 for listening.
Note: Some study areas may require a higher English language score

We may also accept alternative ways of demonstrating English proficiency for entry
into the study abroad and exchange programs. Please contact us or the international
office of your home institution for further information.

Students should remain aware of the English language visa requirements determined
by the Australian Department of Home Affairs and how this may differ from
University entry requirements. Students must ensure that their English language
proficiency test is appropriate for their student visa application. Information is
available on the Department of Home Affairs website.
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Application Information

Exchange students only:

Exchange students must first be nominated by their home institution for an exchange
place. Once the nomination has been received, students will be sent a link to the
online application form via email.

All students (Study Abroad and Exchange):

As part of the application, you'll need to provide the names of six courses you would
like to take at Adelaide University. This list should include at least two reserve choices
in case any of your first-choice courses are unavailable upon your arrival.

These courses will be individually assessed for availability and suitability, and the
outcome will be communicated to you.

As part of the application, you’ll be prompted to provide a copy of your most recent
transcript as well as the courses you're currently studying (and that you will complete
before you start at Adelaide University).

We'll also need to receive a copy of the personal details page of your current passport
before we can issue any visa documentation. This can be sent separately if you do not
have one at the point of application.

Once your application had been submitted, you’ll be able to download a PDF for your
records.

Tuition Fees

Exchange

Exchange students do not pay tuition fees to Adelaide University; your home
institution tuition fee arrangements remain in place.

Study Abroad

Your tuition fee will depend on the number and type of courses you study.

You may choose to study either 24 units (usually four courses), or 18 units (usually
three courses).

Courses are divided into two Discipline Groups. If all of your chosen courses belong to
Discipline Group A, your fees will be that of Discipline Group A. If any of your courses
belong to Discipline Group B, your fees will be that of Discipline Group B.

e Discipline Group A includes a wide range of courses from study areas including
arts, business, computing, design, economics, education, humanities, law,
mathematics, non-lab based science, and social science.

e Discipline Group B includes a select group of courses from areas such as
engineering and lab-based science.

Overseas Student Health
Cover

Overseas Student Health Cover (OSHC) is compulsory for all international students
on a student visa. You can elect for Adelaide University to arrange your OSHC for you
(details provided at the point of offer) through Adelaide University's preferred
provider (Bupa), or you may choose your own approved provider.

There are some exceptions: you don't need OSHC if you're covered under some
Reciprocal Health Care Agreements. This currently includes students from Belgium,
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Norway, and Sweden. Visit the Australian Government’s Private Health website to
learn more.

It’s strongly advised that Study Abroad and Exchange students have comprehensive
travel insurance cover for the length of their stay in Australia.
