Undervisningssprak

Undervisningssprak anges i kurstillfallesinformationen i kurs- och programkatalogen.
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The overall objective of the course is to provide knowledge concerning how to promote

and increase urban attractiveness and competitiveness. The main assumption on which the
course is based, is that issues concerning culture and social conditions play a vital role in this
respect. The objective is to present theoretical and empirical studies focused on cultural and
social dimensions in urban planning. Based on this knowledge the objective is to analyse and
discuss how cultural and social strategies can be included in urban development strategies.

Kursinnehall

The course takes its stating point in recent structural changes in the global economy. In-
creased mobility and competitiveness form the base for analyses of factors which contribute
to attractiveness and urban development. Two issues are focused in course; culture and social
qualities. Culture is given a wide definition including activities ranging from fine arts to
entertainment and experiences. Social issues are studied from different perspectives. First
a focus is placed on the urban agglomeration as an arena for social interaction, e.g. as a
space for socializing, social and creative meetings. Second issues concerning social cohesion,
tolerance and integration will be highlighted.
