 • analyse data communications needed and propose protocols to be used in project
 • do an information search and collects relevant facts for the project
 • do an electronic design that fulfills a given specification
 • build a prototype and evaluate the design
 • do a tecnical documentation of the project
 • do a written and oral presentation of the project

Course contents
Real project of a integrated or discrete elektronic design project.Project planning with a real 
project model.The project is done at our department with available resources.The project 
group will have contact with the orderer continuosly during the project to discuss and 
evaluate the project work.A written and oral presentation of the project.

Examination
