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Intended learning outcomes
After passing the course, the students should be able to:

« use methods for user-centered design and have an insight in how the design process can
be based on the users' needs.

« design a brand platform to support the design of products and services.

» create an appropriate balance between different aspects of design in a project.

« design a complex product based on user studies, brand platform and sustainable devel-
opment.

« apply knowledge of presentation and communication techniques in the presentation of a
project.

« apply current research in the field of industrial design.

Course contents

The course is mainly directed towards industrial design. The course content is formed around
an individual design project where the major part of the background studies is carried out
in groups. In the project, the different findings should then be balanced in the final design.
The design project is about a product that is designed to work in a product-service system in
a circular economy.

Through the course, different methods and tools for understanding users and their needs

and for analysing the results are practised. For example, user studies are planned and carried
out.

Another field that is highlighted is the importance of the brand, strategies around brand
management and how it influences the design of products and services.

Furthermore, current research in the field of industrial design is discussed in seminars.
