Specific prerequisites
For external students the following are required: 120 credits within natural sciences and 
engineering or corresponding knowledge and documented proficiency in English B or cor-
responding knowledge.

Language of instruction
The language of instruction is specified in the course offering information in the course 
catalogue.
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Intended learning outcomes
There are two main aims:

 • To give deepened and widened insight into optical physics seen both as science and as 
technology.

 • To create a fundament for the more specialized courses in optics.

Course contents
Electromagnetic fields, propagation in vacuum and matter. Polarization, interference, thin 
film optics, optical metrology. Diffraction, fourier optics, coherence.
